	Mon
	Hook using a Text – 1. Identify words
Immersion into a text – use film and drama to prepare children for the book and then use reciprocal reading to read the book as a class.
Predict ReadClarifyQuestionSummarise
Evidence each part of this process in their books as part of the reading curriculum.
	Grammar and Spelling – 3. Interact with words
Build on areas of need from week 1 and refer to the progression in grammar chart.
Focus on the spelling of red/high frequency words and practice in isolation and in sentences. Use your text or your topic to provide the context for your sentences.

	Handwriting and Spelling 4. Record words
Use this session to look back at the structured write and do any corrections that are required – additional sentence, adding in a full stop etc.
Handwriting session to focus on the correct formation of each letter – you may wish to do this is a whole class or do it in streamed groups. Focus on common errors.


	Tue
	Bringing the book to life
Continue with reading if necessary and then use role play/drama/hot-seating/freeze framing to get involved in the text and fully understand it. Children to write a note/bubble about some element of the text; character, structure, events etc or a teacher observation sticker.
	Rehearsing Language – Vocabulary – Hook 3. Interact with words
Revisit the text/genre and set the context for writing, hook them in to their challenge. Revisit the key vocabulary from last week. Model and write example phrases or sentences exploring the language focus of their writing. This might be descriptions and use of vocabulary.

	Hook
Read to them again revisiting the text or looking at a new one and bring it to life once again. You are setting the scene for the next piece of writing so make sure that the children are fully engaged in whatever you are asking them to do. Use Kagan activities, drama, art, model making or role play to build ideas.


	Wed
	Vocabulary  - 2. Introduce words
Focus on the key vocabulary from the text identifying target words for them to use in their writing.
Define the words, act them out and experience the words in context – if necessary show videos/photos to help them understand.
	Structured Plan 3. Interact with words
Revisit the text and remind them of the writing challenge and the language they have been developing. Use role play/drama/film clips to tease out one part at a time and then model how to record it on the planning sheet using the curriculum requirements. Add key words and phrases to the plans – keep them simple, they can be pictures or even photos from your role play/drama.
	Structured Plan & Vocabulary 5. Use words
Revisit the vocabulary and plan the writing. Children can be supported with the planning and there should be as much talk and ideas sharing as possible.

	Thur
	Interrogation of text and Grammar – 3. Interact with words
Look at an extract from the text, or a modelled piece of writing. Identify the features in terms of types of sentences and the structure of sentences. 
Build up your working wall showing the types of sentences you will be looking for.
Include any relevant grammar linked to the genre. 
Scaffold some sentences as a class and give the children opportunities to have a go.
	Structured Write (1)
Model and write an extended piece.
This session needs to be structured with a mixture of modelled, shared and guided writing. It is important to model how to use the plan. You might have the beginning written, model the middle and then bring in the end. They need to see the whole piece.
Use your episodic approach to model for children how to add in the next level of language or simply the next idea. Support each stage.
	Assessed Write (1) 5. Use words
Use the hook material again to remind and motivate the children and talk through the success criteria of the text, using the working wall and give reminders about grammar and punctuation. Do some modelling to remind them how to use the tools and to get started. You may wish to read a whole piece to them or give them the first sentence to start them off – give them as much preparation as you can so that they are able to write independently once they start. Key vocab, appropriate tricky words and grammar reminders can be available to the children.

	Fri
	Structured write – 3. Interact with words
Use the success criteria and knowledge from the grammar session to write some sentences about something linked to the text – write captions for pictures. Model the writing at the expected standard and focus on building a sentence. 
	Structured Write (2)
After marking re-group the children and support some specific editing/next steps to allow the children to build on what they started the previous day. Encourage children to read their writing allowed. Use some examples to model using the success criteria to edit/check they have included everything. Continue with an episodic approach to complete the writing.
	Assessed Write and Edit (2) 5. Use words
Encourage children to read their work allowed and edit/check using their Success criteria for basic punctuation and spelling. Share some good practice already seen and give reminders before the children complete the writing task. Editing only needs to be at a basic level – proof reading.
