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Our school motto is ‘Together we believe. Together we achieve’. This is supported by our whole school values of: Nurturing, Welcoming, Togetherness, Commitment and Respect which underpin everything that we do at Broomwood. At Broomwood Primary, our Personal Development Plan reflects the schools values and it supports in teaching the skills, knowledge and understanding that children need to live confident and healthy lives. In addition, through it, we want the children to become informed, active and responsible citizens.
Through PSHE and RSE, children learn about the emotional, social and physical aspects of growing up. In addition children are taught about relationships and sex education. Within these subjects we aim to promote self-esteem and emotional health and wellbeing to encourage the children to be in a position where they can form healthy and meaningful relationships based on respect for themselves and others. Within a number of subjects across the curriculum the children are also taught how to stay safe and what to do when they don’t.
British Values and Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural (SMSC) development are carefully woven throughout the Personal Development curriculum. This enables our children to become successful learners, confident individuals, responsible citizens and effective contributors. 




	Tier 1
The Curriculum
Whilst personal development is taught throughout all subjects, there are some key subjects where it is more prevalent.

	PSHE
	At Broomwood we use a thematic approach, with each year group’s objectives divided into the three key themes of Health and Wellbeing: Keeping Safe, Growing and Changing and Healthy Lifestyles; Living in the Wider World: Rights and Responsibilities, Environment and Money and Relationships: Feelings and Emotions, Healthy Relationships, Valuing Difference and Online Relationships therefore this repetition of core themes enables our children to have mastery in these key areas.

	RSE
	Our bespoke Growing and Changing Curriculum design, within Upper Key Stage Two, fulfils the statutory requirements whilst offering our children a scientifically accurate view of reproduction which is appropriate for their age and maturity. Each year we invite parents and carers to a workshop so that we can share with them the knowledge that the children will learn in order for them to support their child to make sense of this learning at home.

	RE
	Our Curriculum for RE is designed to follow the agreed syllabus as advised by the Standing Advisory Council on Religious Education (SACRE) within the Local Education Authority for Trafford. As a compulsory part of the curriculum, RE at Broomwood Primary covers a broad range of religions and worldviews in which children encounter living faiths and traditions. In adopting this syllabus we recognise our school community as vibrant and unique with much diversity of religion and beliefs. 

	Computing
	Computing is taught within the school following Kapow as a scheme. E-safety is a significant part of the teaching and supporting children how to be safe and responsible online. Children are reminded of keeping safe online through assemblies and PSHE. 
Within the school we ensure that we have an appropriate filtering system and we monitor, using Smoothwall, what children are accessing or writing in order that we can support in keeping them safe.
We regularly write to parents about reminders of how to keep children safe online and get them involved when there have been issues that have occurred outside of school. 

	Science
	Within science we teach children about the reproduction and compliment the work in RSE. We ensure that the children are taught the statutory elements of how to keep themselves healthy through a balanced diet and physical exercise. 

	Tier 2
Whole School initiatives 

	Cultural capital/enrichment
	We want all pupils within our school to be given opportunities that enhance their learning; their curiosity about learning and to have a greater knowledge of the world around them. We acknowledge that a large number of our pupils are eligible for pupil premium and therefore life opportunities and experiences may be more limited. Within our curriculum, we prioritise enhancements.
· Musical theatre
· Whole school pantomime
· Forest School
· A term of learning a musical instrument
· Trips that are purely just for personal development opportunities but other trips and visitors that contribute to personal development and overall learning
· Gingerbread decorating
· We offer a great range of extra-curricular activities for pupils within the school throughout the year. Most of the clubs are free so that they accessible to all. We ensure that there is a range linked with all subjects to gain the interest of all pupils. 

	Community
	We want our children to become good citizens and recognise the impact that they can have in their own community. To promote this, we
· Have our school choir represent the school at different events in the local community- e.g Christmas singing within Altrincham and at Tesco’s
· We hold vents throughout the year for the over 60’s within our community. The children play a huge role in the entertainment and hosting where they are learning more about the older generation and being respect beyond their own peer group. 

	Mental health and wellbeing
	To support the mental health and wellbeing of all pupils within Broomwood, we have developed a graduated approach. This ensures that this is considered as part of first quality teaching and extends to specific individual interventions. We support children with:
· Teachers carry out a Leuven scale every term, which enables us to identify children that are causing concern.
· Children are able to inform teachers or staff through a wellbeing scale and a worry monster or worry box when they have concerns
· At the start of the year we look at ‘helping hands’. This helps the children to identify trusted adults within school that they can speak to.
· We have reset areas within each classroom and in the playground
· Children have access to yoga which provides them with a way of grounding, reflecting and calming.
· Mindfulness activities are used within the school week

	Physical wellbeing
	In addition to the curriculum PE allocate time, we promote physical activity within the school and enable the children to understand how to keep healthy. We develop this further with:
· The use of 5 a day within the classroom
· We have an annual PE week where new sports are promoted with the children
· We encourage children to access different games and activities at playtime and lunch time
· We promote healthy lunch boxes in school
· We enhance the cookery curriculum so that children within year 3 learn more about food so that they can go on to make better choices.
· We are trying to support children’s Physical wellbeing by holding cookery classes for parents to support them in making better choices for their children by developing their cooking skills. 

	Keeping safe
	We recognise that we have responsibility of teaching the children how to stay safe. In addition to the curriculum offer within PSHE and computing, we promote this through:
· Children understanding that we have a safeguarding team within the school- they learn this through assemblies and they have an understanding of what this team does to help keep children safe.
· We explore the PANTs rule across the school so that the children understand about appropriate touch
· We have a child on child abuse policy that has been explained to the children so that the understanding of touch is developed further
· Inviting people like the police and fire brigade to come and speak to the children
· We promote anti-bulling in school with a specific day which we highlight what bullying is and what can be done about it


	Assemblies and Celebrations
	Throughout the year, we develop the spiritual and moral aspects of SMSC through assemblies and whole school celebrations.
· Each assembly is based on a theme across the year and christen and other faith assemblies are linked to the theme. Quotes linked to the theme are considered within class for children to reflect on them. Assemblies also look at world events.
· Father Steve from the local parish comes in to deliver assemblies and support within RE lessons. Children and parents of other faiths are asked to also support in assemblies and within RE lessons.
· Across the year, as a whole school we celebrate key festivals. We compete learning activities linked to Christmas (Christingle), Chinese/Lunar New Year, Holi etc…
· To further develop links with parents, we hold key events within the school- Pumpkin Fest, Winter Wonderland

	Raising Aspirations and preparing for the future
	We want to make sure that children are ready for key transitions throughout their educational journey and we also want pupils to have aspirations of what they want to be and work towards. We try to raise aspirations by:
· We have a PE week- within this we look at key role models and their achievements
· We have a STEM week- within this, we invite parents in to speak to children and consider what jobs children could have in the future
· We have a history/Geography week- again to consider what job opportunuities are available as well as developing more interest in these subjects
· We have links with key high schools where they have opportunities to go and visit and explore particular subjects at a higher level.
