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1.  Introduction 

The Children and Families Act 2014 outlines the support and services children and young
people with special educational needs and disabilities should receive. The purpose of this document is to describe the provision we make for students identified as having Special Educational Needs or disabilities (SEND) and the principles by which we make that provision. For consistency and clarity the term SEND is used throughout this document.
Inclusion means that all students who are able to benefit from mainstream education and choose Broomwood Primary School should be enabled to do so. All students, regardless of circumstance, will have access to the entire breadth of curriculum and teaching which is appropriate to their needs and abilities. 
For pupils with SEND, this may mean receiving support and intervention both internally and externally, appropriate to their needs, whether short or long-term. This support may be in class, to assist them in gaining full access to the curriculum, or by withdrawal for periods of time to receive targeted support in order to address specific challenges to learning.

This Policy will be reviewed regularly and will be readily accessible to Parents/Carers and
staff through our school website.  It also takes account of and should be read alongside the following policies;

2. Aims
The overarching aim of this policy is to ensure that all pupils with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities experience success; that they achieve well and develop as individuals and members of the community. 
This policy will contribute to achieving this aim by ensuring that provision for our students with SEND is a matter for the whole school and is a part of a continuous cycle of assessment and review.
In order to do this, our SEND policy and information report also aims to:
· Set out how our school will support and make provision for pupils with special educational needs (SEN)
· Explain the roles and responsibilities of everyone involved in providing for pupils with SEND






Through the application of this policy we wish to;

· Think positively- the whole school community (pupils, parents and staff) believing that all pupils, including those with SEND are capable, can achieve and be successful.
· Reduce barriers - taking practical steps so our school environment, facilities, curriculum and practices reduce barriers and are accessible to all. 
· Work in partnership- giving children the opportunity to voice their wishes and drawing upon knowledge and expertise of parents and carers in relation to their child. Knowing when to refer to other professionals for support in a timely way. 
· Assess accurately - tracking progress of pupils with SEND regularly and adjust provision in the light of on-going monitoring. 
· Be creative - to think outside the box in coming up with solutions to meet the needs of pupils with SEND.
· Be responsive- to individual needs of all children. 
· Be effective- in targeting additional support using a judicious blend of in-class support and withdrawal or intervention classes.
· Be reflective - Monitoring and evaluating the effectiveness of our provision for pupils with SEND to ensure that we are providing equality of educational opportunity and value for money.
3. Legislation and guidance 
This policy and information report is based on the statutory Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) Code of Practice and the following legislation:
Part 3 of the Children and Families Act 2014, which sets out schools’ responsibilities for pupils with SEN and disabilities
The Special Educational Needs and Disability Regulations 2014, which set out schools’ responsibilities for education, health and care (EHC) plans, SEN co-ordinators (SENCOs) and the SEND information report. 
4. Definitions
A pupil has SEN if they have a learning difficulty or disability which calls for special educational provision to be made for them. 
They have a learning difficulty or disability if they have:
· A significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others of the same age, or 
· A disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the same age in mainstream schools 
Special educational provision is educational or training provision that is additional to, or different from, that made generally for other children or young people of the same age by mainstream schools. 
5. Roles and responsibilities
Inclusion is a whole school issue; we firmly agree with the statement that ‘every teacher is a teacher of SEN’.  Every student is entitled to have their particular needs recognised and addressed. It is the responsibility of every member of staff to identify and meet the needs of our students; in this they can draw on the resources of the whole school. 

5.1 The SENCO
It is the SENCO’s  responsibility to:
· Work with the Headteacher and SEN governor to determine the strategic development of the SEND policy and provision in the school
· Have day-to-day responsibility for the operation of this SEN policy and the co-ordination of specific provision made to support individual pupils with SEN, including those who have EHC Plans.
· Maintain and review Education, Health and Care Plans
· Provide professional guidance to colleagues and work with staff, parents, and other agencies to ensure that pupils with SEND receive appropriate support and high quality teaching 
· Advise on the graduated approach to providing SEND support
· Advise on the deployment of the school’s delegated budget and other resources to meet pupils’ needs effectively
· Be the point of contact for external agencies, especially the local authority and its support services
· Liaise with potential next providers of education to ensure pupils and their parents are informed about options and a smooth transition is planned
· Work with the Headteacher and governing board to ensure that the school meets its responsibilities under the Equality Act 2010 with regard to reasonable adjustments and access arrangements
· Ensuring the school keeps the records of all pupils with SEND up to date  
· Monitor the academic progress of all SEND students
· Ensuring that access arrangements are in place, when required, for external examinations- SATs
· Oversee and monitor One Page Profiles and Learning Plans, held on EduKey
· Maintain the school provision map 
· Liaise with parents of pupils with SEND through Parents’ Evenings and SEND review meetings 
5.2 The SEN governor
It is the SEN governor’s responsibility to:
· Help to raise awareness of SEND issues at governing board meetings 
· Monitor the quality and effectiveness of SEND and disability provision within the school and update the governing board on this 
· Work with the Headteacher and SENCO to determine the strategic development of the SEND policy and provision in the school 

5.3 The Headteacher 
It is the head teacher’s responsibility to:
· Work with the SENCO and SEN governor to determine the strategic development of the SEN policy and provision in the school 
· Have overall responsibility for the provision and progress of learners with SEND and/or a disability



5.4 Subject leaders 
Subject leaders have a responsibility to;
· Familiarise themselves with the school policy and procedures on SEND 
· Ensure all schemes make appropriate allowances for students with SEND- to provide inclusive education for all 
· Review and monitor the progress made by pupils with SEND in their subject area and the effectiveness of resources and other curriculum material

5.5 Class teachers
It is the class teachers’ responsibility to:
· Ensure progress and development of every pupil in their class 
· Recognise that “quality first teaching” is the best provision for students of all abilities and needs and make sure that wherever possible students are included as part of the lesson
· Differentiate the teaching and curriculum for pupils with special educational needs and disabilities 
· Ensure that equipment or strategies recommended on pupil’s One Page Profiles are provided and ask for SENDCO to provide them if they are not available.
· Make reasonable adjustments for the pupils with SEND they teach, keep a record of this on One Page Profile document, found on EduKey
· Familiarise themselves with the school policy and procedures on SEND 
· By aware of the ‘Signs of SEND’ document and use this to raise any concerns to the SENCO.
· Know those students in their teaching groups and their category of need and how best to meet those needs, seeking support from the SENCo as necessary
· Contribute to reviews of students they teach with SEND
· Write and update One Page Profiles for pupils with SEND in the classes they teach on an annual basis on Edukey
· Understand and be familiar with, and contribute to targets on pupils Learning Plans and report on progress towards these targets as required by the SENCo.
· Differentiate homework tasks so that all students are given a task which is within their ability to complete
· Refer students to the SENCo who may be in need of extra help 
· Work closely with any teaching assistants or specialist staff to plan and assess the impact of support and interventions and how they can be linked to classroom teaching 
· Work with the SENCO to review each pupil’s progress and development and decide on any changes to provision 
· Ensure their classrooms reduce barriers by following the SEN monitoring checklist
6. SEN information report
In order to support parents of SEN pupils the school is required to produce an SEN Information Report, which is available on the school’s website.  This forms part of the Trafford Local Offer for SEND.The full local offer of services available in Trafford can be found at http://www.trafforddirectory.co.uk/kb5/trafford/fsd/localoffer.page , by ringing the Family Information Service on 0161 912 1053 or emailing them on: fis@trafford.gov.uk



6.1 The kinds of SEN that are provided for 
Our school currently provides additional and/or different provision for a range of needs, including: 
· Communication and interaction, for example, autistic spectrum disorder, speech, language and communication difficulties 
· Cognition and learning, for example, dyslexia, dyspraxia, dyscalculia 
· Social, emotional and mental health difficulties, as a result of trauma,  unmet attachment needs or adverse childhood experiences. 
· Sensory and/or physical needs, for example, visual impairments, hearing impairments, processing difficulties, epilepsy  
· Moderate and multiple learning difficulties

6.2 Identifying pupils with SEN and assessing their needs 
Class teachers make regular observations and assessments of learning and development of all pupils from their admission to school. Teachers and school leaders continually check and monitor children’s attainment and progress in order to identify any difficulties pupils may be having at the earliest opportunity. However, slow progress and low attainment will not automatically mean a pupil is recorded as having SEND. Some pupils may be offered additional support or lessons in order to ‘keep up’. ‘Keep up’ up provision is designed to increase rates of progress and secure learning for groups of learners, that puts them back on course to meet or exceed national expectations.
Some children may find school particularly difficult; their learning or development may have fallen well behind the expected level, and they may not be making good progress. We work hard to ensure that difficulties are identified and addressed as early as possible. At any point within the child’s school career – from 2 years to 11 years – parents or a class teacher may raise a concern, this may include progress in areas other than attainment, for example, social, emotional, speech or communication needs; it may be appropriate to consider whether a pupil should be added to the SEN register. When this is the case, teachers will compete a ‘indicators of SEN’ document which will highlight areas of concerns. We will use this to determine the support that is needed and whether we can provide it by adapting our core offer, or whether something different or additional is needed. A meeting with the school SENCO, Jessica Cunliffe and parents and carers. Where it is agreed that a pupil does have SEN, the child will be added to the SEN register at SEN Support level, a One Page Profile will be written in order to detail how best to support the pupil in school.  
The aim of formally identifying a pupil with SEN is to help school ensure that effective provision is put in place and so remove barriers to learning.  When deciding whether special educational provision is required, we will start with the desired outcomes and the views and the wishes of the pupil and their parents. Notes of these early discussions will be added to the pupil’s record. 
Children at SEN Support level will be monitored and reviewed as part of the school’s on-going assessment system, also annually via One Page Profiles, and termly via Learning Plans- these documents can be found on EduKey . The SENCo and Senior Management Team will review the SEND register on a termly basis. The decision to remove a child from the SEND register will be dependent upon appropriate progress being made and whether additional provision continues to be needed. This will be made in liaison with the class teacher.  

Some children may already have identified SEND when they start at school. In the Early Years – Trafford SENAS (Special Educational Needs Advisory Service) or TEDS (Trafford Early Development Service) or other partners, such as paediatrician or Speech Therapy Service may inform the school about a forthcoming admission of a child with SEN. 


6.3 Consulting and involving pupils, parents and carers
The school recognises parents and carers as the child’s first educators. Broomwood is committed to working in partnership with parents, children and other members of the school community, as well as outside agencies. Parents and carers know their children best and have a vital knowledge and unique insight into how their child learns.  Good two-way communication between home and school is essential.  It is important that we share views about a child’s needs and what the school is doing to address these.  The school is also keen to support with strategies which may help at home.
Parents are invited to contribute to their child’s One Page Profiles formally each year, or sooner if needs or aspirations change.
Parents and carers of all pupils are invited to discuss their child’s progress at  parents evenings twice a year and receive an annual school report. We will provide additional information to parents and carers about the progress of pupils receiving SEN support. Parents and carers will receive reviewed learning plans each term. You will also be invited, through to book an annual SEN review meeting with the SENCO  to:
·   Set clear outcomes for your child’s progress
·   Review progress towards those outcomes
·   Discuss the support we will put in place to help your child make that progress
·   Identify what we will do, what we will ask you to do, and what we will ask your child to do
After any discussion we will make a record of any outcomes, actions and support that have been agreed. This record will be shared with all relevant staff, and you will be given a copy.
Parents and carers are invited to contact school to arrange a meeting if they have concerns about their child’s learning or development whether they are on the SEND register or not. In the first instance they should contact their child’s class teacher about any concerns they may have. They are the child’s most consistent point of contact and can respond to most routine concerns or enquiries. However where necessary, meetings can be held with the school SENCO, Jessica Cunliffe. Parents and carers of pupils with SEND will be offered  in order to review outcomes and provision accessed by the child. 

6.4 Assessing and reviewing pupils' progress towards outcomes
We will follow the graduated approach and the four-part cycle of assess, plan, do, review.  
We will follow the ‘graduated approach’ to meeting your child’s SEN needs.
The graduated approach is a 4-part cycle of assess, plan, do, review.

Assess
Where a  child has been identified as having SEND, we will make an assessment to find out what strengths and difficulties they have and record what strategies and support they need within school.
This will draw on:
· The teacher’s assessment and experience of the pupil
· Their previous progress and attainment and behaviour 
· Other teachers’ assessments, where relevant
· Standardised assessments of particular skills for example single word or sentence reading
· The individual’s development in comparison to their peers and national data
· Impact of interventions
· The views and experience of parents
· The pupil’s own views
· Advice from external support services, if relevant 
· What strategies and adjustments pupils are receiving and have received over time.

 This is recorded on One Page Profiles which are updated at least annually, and will be used to inform Learning Plans.

Plan
In discussion with you and your child, we will decide what outcomes we are hoping to achieve, these are long term outcomes which may take a number of months to achieve. The SENDCO will then make a Learnng Plan which identifies  the support, or interventions  we will offer  to help them meet those outcomes. Learning Plans contain targets which are based on assessments - for example which phonic sounds we would like them to achieve. These outcomes and targets are informed by assessments by other agencies where appropriate. These are held within the online platform, EduKey.
We will track your child’s progress towards the outcomes and targets we set over time and improve our offer as we learn what your child responds to best.

Do
We will put our plan into practice. One Page Profiles are held centrally and are shared with staff who work with your child. 
The class teacher, with the support of the SENCO, will be responsible for implementing strategies within One Page Profiles on a daily basis, and making sure the support we put in place is having the impact we intended. 

Review
We will assess how well the support we put in place helped the pupil to meet the targets we set on a termly basis. Targets contained on Learning Plans are reviewed at the end of each term, and if appropriate new targets and provision, or intervention to support this are planned.  We may use observations, teacher assessments or test data to help us monitor the effectiveness of interventions. This process will be continual. If the review shows a pupil has made progress, they may no longer need the additional provision made through SEN support. For others, the cycle will continue and the school's targets, strategies and provisions will be revisited and refined.
On some occasions, where pupils have severe and complex difficulties, and after a period of assessment it may become clear that they need a very high level of support to access education long term through an Education and Health Care Plan (EHCP). Where this seems to be the case, families may decide together with the SENCO that an application for Statutory Assessment to the Local Authority is appropriate. 

The class or subject teacher will work with the SENCO to carry out a clear analysis of the pupil’s needs. This will draw on:
· The teacher’s assessment and experience of the pupil
· Their previous progress and attainment and behaviour 
· Other teachers’ assessments, where relevant
· The individual’s development in comparison to their peers and national data
· Impact of interventions
· The views and experience of parents
· The pupil’s own views
· Advice from external support services, if relevant 
· What strategies and adjustments pupils are receiving and have received over time.
This assessment data is reviewed regularly. All teachers and support staff who work with the pupil will be made aware of their needs, the outcomes sought, the support provided, and any teaching strategies or approaches that are required. We will regularly review the effectiveness of the support and interventions and their impact on the pupil’s progress. We will notify parents and carers about any specialist intervention support pupils are offered within school.  


One Page Profiles and Learning Plans
All pupils who are on the SEND register will have a One Page Profile, this is a child centred document which details how best to support the pupil, what is important to them and what we admire about the pupil. This is written by the class teacher including views of parents, carers and the pupil themselves. Recommendations from other professionals such as Educational Psychology, Speech Therapy are used to inform One Page Profiles for pupils who have multiagency support. One Page Profiles will be updated on at least on an annual basis and shared with parents. One Page Profiles are found on EduKey.

At Broomwood, we endeavour to provide learning environments and a curriculum which is inclusive and accessible. Some pupils with SEND may need additional or different equipment to help them to access the curriculum and these adjustments are recorded on their One Page Profiles. However the majority of pupils with SEND will need specific targeted interventions to help them to develop the skills which may be hindering their attainment or progress. When children with SEND receive interventions, these are recorded on EduKey and within individual Learning Plans, this document details which intervention the child will receive, long term outcomes as well as SMART targets. Learning Plans are written termly by the school SENCO and may pull together multiagency assessments. SMART targets on Learning Plans are set and reviewed on a termly basis. 

Where pupils have severe and complex difficulties, and after a period of assessment it may become clear that they need a high level of support to access education long term through an Education and Health Care Plan (EHCP). Where this seems to be the case, families may decide together with the SENCO that an application for Statutory Assessment to the Local Authority is appropriate. 

6.5 Supporting pupils moving between phases and preparing for adulthood
It is recognised that transition phases can be particularly difficult for children with SEND and therefore every effort will be made to ensure these are made as smooth as possible.
In the Early Years (Pre-School, Nursery and Reception) all families are offered either a home visit or a play and stay session, so that the parents can get to know the class teacher before leaving their child with them.  Children who already have identified SEN will usually be offered an appointment with the SENCO in order to prepare for their arrival and well as a review meeting in the first term to discuss how they are settling. As the children move through the school they are offered playtimes in their new setting and also a welcome session in their new classroom with their new teacher.  All pupils, whether they have SEND or not, are given a booklet, including photos of their new room and teacher, to take home with them during the summer break before they move to their new class.

High School Transition: Good links are maintained with Year 7 co-ordinators of our linked high schools and also with the SENCOs of these schools.  If a child has an EHCP, a transition meeting will be held prior to transfer with representatives of the receiving high school..  Where needed, additional visits are arranged to the new high school and a wider group of key staff in the next setting are identified for the child and the family to link with.

6.6 Our approach to teaching pupils with SEN
We have the firm belief that ‘every teacher is a teacher of SEND’. High quality teaching, differentiated for individual pupils, is the first step in responding to pupils who have, or may have SEND. Class teachers are responsible and accountable for the progress and development of all pupils in their class, including where pupils access support from teaching assistants or specialist staff.  We have clear policies and procedures in place to ensure that all children receive first quality classroom teaching. This means that all pupils are suitably challenged and supported so that they can do well at school. We provide a broad balanced curriculum which enables the children to progress academically and develop their social, emotional and mental health skills. 

6.7 Adaptations to the curriculum and learning environment 
We aim to provide a curriculum that is accessible to all and allow children to have a wide variety of experiences. We expect that consideration of SEND crosses all curriculum areas and all aspects of learning and school life. We aim to make our school environment as barrier free as possible; all teaching staff are trained in dyslexia awareness and receive training about key neurodiverse conditions such as Autism or ADHD.
We expect that consideration of SEND crosses all curriculum areas and all aspects of learning and school life. We aim to make our school environment as barrier free as possible; the physical school environment is monitored regularly to ensure that resources and classroom layouts are supportive of pupils with SEND at Broomwood Primary School. 
Adaptations and classroom equipment which we know supports pupils to access learning is provided in all of our classrooms. Each classroom has coloured overlays, fiddle toys, an emotional regulation box, visual timetable and key vocabulary displayed as standard.
The following equipment is frequently provided to support children in each area of SEND;

•	Individual reward charts
•	Transitional objects 

Physical and sensory 
•	Fiddle toys 
•	Wobble cushion 
•	Weighted lap cushion 
•	Ear defenders 
•	Chewlery 
•	Theraputty 
•	Writing slopes 
•	Standing desks 
•	Nuance speakers 
•	Timers to aid transitions
•	Pencil grips 

This is checked and monitored annually via learning walks.  

6.8 Additional support for learning 
We have a number of staff who are trained to deliver additional support and intervention in school. These include;
· Teaching assistants
· Teachers 
· Speech and language therapist
· Volunteers 
Pupils may be offered additional support for a number of different reasons and this is not only offered to pupils with SEND. 
Pupils may work in a small group in order to help them keep up with national expectations, or challenge them to attain above the expected level or to develop or practise a skill which would not usually be taught in the classroom. Children may also access a small intervention group to help them develop a social or emotional skill which would not be taught during PHSE or mental health lessons. 
Pupils may also be supported 1:1 as outlined in their EHCP or if they need to develop a highly personalized skill.
We routinely offer the following interventions;
We will also provide the following interventions:

· Therapeutic Forest School
· Lunchtime club 
· Meet and greet morning club

Speech, Language and Communication
· Individual speech and language programs under the direction of  the speech and language therapist 
· Wellcomm
· NELI

6.9 Expertise and training of staff 
Our SENCO has a number of years’ experience working in both specialist and mainstream settings as both class teacher and SENCO. She is supported by another 2 teachers who have successfully completed the National SENCO award. The SENCO attends the Trafford LA ‘SENCO Forum’ meetings to keep up to date with local and national issues.  
We also have 2 teaching assistants who have completed the ELKLAN training which has equipped them with a variety of practical approaches and strategies which maximize speech, language and communication skills of pupils with language and communication needs. 
The school will facilitate all staff to develop their knowledge about children with SEN and what they may do to support them, through a range of meetings and continuing professional development opportunities.  
 
6.10 Securing equipment and facilities 
Broomwood Primary School has links with a wide variety of services across education, health and social care. These are some of the services which can provide training, advice and guidance to schools for pupils who may require specialist equipment or facilities:
· SEN Advisory Service (SENAS)
· Sensory Impairment Support Service
· Educational Psychology
· Speech and Language Therapy
· Health Visiting Teams
· School Nursing Teams
· Community Nursing Team
· Physiotherapy and Occupational Therapy
· Complex Needs (Children's Social Care) Team
· Trafford Early Development Service (TEDS)
· Area SENCO
· Health Visitors in Early Years
With support of these agencies the school has already secured a lift into the Early Years playground to allow wheelchair access and has a sensory room installed. 

6.11 Evaluating the effectiveness of SEN provision 
The school SENCO closely monitors the academic progress of pupils with SEND, as well as the social and emotional progress of some pupils. This will usually highlight the effectiveness of the provision accessed by pupils. However, we believe that academic levels and test results provide a snapshot of development and progress of pupils with SEND and therefore are not the only way in which to monitor progress. We prefer to use a range of information to evaluate progress of pupils with SEND these may include;
· Reviewing pupils’ individual progress towards their targets 
· One Page Profiles 
· Learning Plans
· Using pupil questionnaires
· Monitoring well-being and engagement with learning using the Leuven Scale
· Using case studies 
· Assessing progress in speech and language skills
· Holding annual reviews for pupils with EHC plans 
· Standardised scores
· Testing specific skills taught or practised in intervention (for example common exception words, letter sounds or number recognition)
· SEND deep dives
· Attendance data

6.12 Enabling pupils with SEN to engage in activities available to those in the school who do not have SEN
All of our extra-curricular activities and school visits are available to all our pupils, including our before-and after-school clubs. Pupils with SEND are encouraged to participate fully in all aspects of school life including go on our school trips, residential trips, sports day, school plays and special workshops. No pupil is ever excluded from taking part in these activities because of their SEN or disability. For pupils with more complex SEND, parents, carers and other agencies may invited in for a meeting before events to discuss how their specific needs can be catered for during such activities. More information can be found in the schools Accessibility Plan or Equality Policy which can be found on the school website.  

6.13 Support for improving emotional and social development
Broomwood Primary School places great importance on the area of emotional and social development. Our curriculum and timetable recognises the need to nurture the emotional and social development of all our pupils. All classrooms have an ‘Emotional Wellbeing Scale’ which helps pupils to communicate their feelings. Classes also have designated time within their timetable to promote positive mental health and resilience. 
All staff have received training around the effects of childhood trauma and other adverse experiences and unmet attachment needs on pupil wellbeing. Our curriculum and timetables consider the emotional wellbeing of all pupils. Pupils access lessons which support emotional wellbeing such as Yoga, Forest School, Boxing and Musical Theatre. 
Class teachers assess and monitor pupil involvement in learning and wellbeing termly using the Leuven Scale which highlights pupils who may benefit from targeted intervention. 
We offer a wide range of social and emotional support including

6.15 Complaints about SEN provision 
Complaints about SEN provision in our school should be made to the SENCO or Headteacher in the first instance. If the issue is not resolved, you will then be referred to the school’s complaints policy. 
The parents of pupils with disabilities have the right to make disability discrimination claims to the first-tier SEND tribunal if they believe that our school has discriminated against their children. They can make a claim about alleged discrimination regarding:
· Exclusions
· Provision of education and associated services
· Making reasonable adjustments, including the provision of auxiliary aids and services
