	Comparison of what the Roman Empire looked like before and after the invasion of Britain.

The Roman Army was highly effective and well-organised, allowing them to expand quickly and conquer more lands.

Julius Caesar is the best known Roman leader. He extended the empire through invading other lands.

Emperors ruled on their own, one after the other, until they died. This meant that they oversaw making all of the decisions and people did not get to vote.

Boudicca was queen of the British Celtic Iceni Tribe who led an uprising against the occupying forces of the Roman Empire.

The romans left Britain in 410 AD because the armies were needed to defend other parts of the Empire. The Anglo Saxons were the next people to rule England.

	Look at how ‘British Empire’ is not a term used today but the legacy of it is still around us-there are many people from former colonies living here.

Britain was becoming a force to be reckoned with when it came to ship building. It was becoming a superpower.

Britain got raw materials from colonies that became part of the British Empire.

Look at maps to see how the number of countries and colonies increased then decreased over time.


Elizabeth 1 established a company  called the East India company to do effective trade with India- recap why this trade was so beneficial to Britain. India included more than what we know of India today- Pakistan, Burma, and Bengal. The British began to rule as there was a lot of fighting between the different kingdoms in India. In 1857, many Indians became unhappy and wanted to fight for independence against British rule.


Whys is independence important for us? How does this link to the British values? How are you becoming more independent?


	The Anglo-Saxons arrived firstly as warriors employed by the Roman army and then, two generations later, as settlers, to farm the land.

Whole families set sail across the sea in small boats to live in Britain. They brought tools, weapons, and farm animals with them and built new villages.
	The Vikings came to Britain to look for lucrative items to sell and trade. They also wanted land to claim as their own.

As well as raiders, the Vikings were also known as invaders. Viking invasions came to a head in a largescale Viking attack on Wessex and Alfred the Great in 878AD. The Vikings faced heavy defeat and were pushed back. Many smaller attempts were made, but neither side was able to push into the other’s territory. In 886 AD a treaty was agreed known as the Danelaw.

	The Romans built things in Britain that they would’ve used if they were still in Italy like bathhouses and villas. They helped us by creating roads, a written language (Latin) and introduced coins and animals such as rabbits into Britain.

Plumbing and sanitation, architecture, calendars, underfloor heating also exist in society today thanks to the Romans.


	Whilst there is no definite date, a number  of countries and colonies that were part of the British Empire wanted their independence from it- some of the key reasons to explore are:

Saxons weren’t keen on giving up their Pagan Gods, but over 100 years, Christianity became central to Anglo Saxon ways of life.

The conversion to Christianity was helped by missionaries and the influence of different people like a monk called Augustine and the King of Kent (Aethelbert).
	Vikings raided and pillaged religious buildings like monasteries (Lindis being a key example.) Vikings met Christianity through their raids, and when they settled in lands with a Christian population, they accepted Christianity quite quickly. Missionaries also played a part in the spread of Christianity.

	595 AD: Saint Augustine arrives in England as a Christian missionary. King Ethelberht of Kent became the first Anglo-Saxon king to become Christian.

793 AD: The monastery at Lindisfarne was raided by the Vikings. Many monks were killed or enslaved and the abbey was destroyed.

886 AD:

Alfred the Great negotiated with the Vikings, allowing them to control the north of England as part of the Danelaw. Wessex controlled most of the south of England.
Alfred’s daughter, Aethelflaed, married Aethelred of Mercia.

1066 AD: Edward the Confessor died and was succeeded by Harold Godwinson, son of Earl Godwin. A succession crisis between Harold Godwinson, Harold Hardrada of Norway, and William of Normandy was triggered that resulted in the Battle of Hastings, the death of Harold and the crowning of William the Conqueror.
	The first attack of the Vikings on Britain was AD793 and the last was in 1066.

1066 marked the end of the Viking raids.

793 AD the Vikings attacked Lindisfarne Monastery 
	The eruption of Vesuvius occurred in 79AD (during the Roman era)
