Forest school/outdoor learning continues to be successful. Reception, year 1 and year 2 receive it and new resources were purchased to enhance their learning. Forest school provision has been used to enhance learning in other year groups to link with topics- stone age to celts etc… We have taken forest schools one step further by developing more therapeutic support for some pupils and we are now offering a community provision. 

To develop playground leaders for KS1
Whilst playground leaders were reconsidered due to playtime times, more resources have been purchased to enhance play at lunch time for all. The playground has been sectioned so that certain games happen within particular areas.

	To develop cross country competitively

A running track was considered and explored but it was felt that the cost outweighed the benefit and therefore didn’t continue. Whilst cross country hasn’t been developed, other areas for competitive sports has- we now have a football squad that play regularly together and we pay someone external to manage this. We have regularly matches for both girls and boys football and we have been involved in a number of hockey matches within the authority.
